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Pedestrian/Cycle friendly Port Coogee is on its way
Australand is creating a vibrant seaside and marina residential community at Port Coogee. It will feature a pedestrian and 
cycle-friendly environment that will make it a great destination along the Cockburn coast for residents and visitors alike.

For reasons of public safety Australand has had to close the north-south coastal path during construction. As development 
progresses, more areas are being opened up to pedestrian/cycle access. The following provides anticipated timings and 
suggested access routes during the remaining phases: 

Current Pedestrian/Cycle Route    
Access through the estate is shown in red on the accompanying map. Cyclists and pedestrians can take an elevated 
route around the top of Port Coogee and along the eastern side of the railway line, or a more direct route through the 
heart via Orsino Boulevard and into north-west sections of the estate back on to Robb Road (this route also allows  
access to the Northern Foreshore Reserve and Seaspray Island).

Phase 5  - 2011    
Access will be available to the Marina Village from Cockburn Rd down Pantheon Ave. Additional access will also be available 
to southern areas of the estate in front of the Omeo wreck site.

Phase 6 - 2013    
Cyclists and pedestrians will have access from the south, past the Omeo wreck site and through to the front of the Marina 
Foreshore Esplanade. Cyclists and pedestrians will also be able to access the Southern Island.

Phase 7 – by Port Coogee’s Completion    
�Cyclists and pedestrians will be able to access the southern end of the marina village and breakwater.

It is Australand’s vision to create Port Coogee as a magnificent recreational marina and residential development, 
featuring fully landscaped foreshores, cycleways and walkways, parklands and a Marina Village designed for all to enjoy.
