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1. Project Overview
The City of Cockburn is calling for expressions of interest from consultants with the capacity to deliver a set of practical sustainable educational workshops or seminars directly to community members from an existing sustainable venue. The seminars must include a range of ‘hands on’ sustainable living initiatives applicable to existing home owners. The seminars should include:
1. Energy saving initiatives;
1. Internal and external water saving measures;
1. Practical demonstrations on reducing and recycling waste; and
1. Sustainable gardening. 
Submissions that can demonstrate the capacity to deliver the most innovative practical sustainable initiatives will be highly regarded. 
2. Background
The City is committed to sustainability and has adopted a Sustainability Policy SC37 and Sustainability Strategy to guide its activities and services to the community. The City promotes various sustainability initiatives to the community including Design Sustainable Home workshops for those building new homes and by offering free energy and water audits to existing home owners each year. The intent of this project is to provide some practical tips on sustainable living in the key areas of energy, water, waste and gardening.
3. Specifications
It is expected that the consultant will run a series of workshop/seminars on each of the above topics. The number is to be negotiated but it is envisaged that two workshops on each subject will be given at weekends over the period of 12 months. The number of participants at each workshop is not to exceed 20. 
Consideration will also be given to those willing to offer a ‘home open’ service for limited times on weekdays.
The project is a partnership between the City and the consultant. The City will promote the workshops and will manage the registrations. It is expected that the consultant will acknowledge the City as partnering and funding the project. 
4. Quotation
The proposal should include a detailed quotation for the delivery of the project and include all expenses that will be incurred by the respondent.
