Here are our top tips to reduce the amount
of waste you send to landfill:

Recycling: Hard plastic bottles and
containers, glass bottles and jars, metal tins,
" paper and cardboard.

W Garden Organics: For anything that has
grown in your garden — grass clippings,
" prunings, twigs and leaves.

‘ﬁ‘ General Waste: If it can’t be recycled or
mulched, put it in this bin. This includes
nappies, meat trays, food waste and fabrics.
Batteries placed in any of these bins cause
fires in trucks, recycling facility’s and
landfills. For safe disposal, see Bonus tips.
