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6. Response to Previous Public Questions Taken on Notice

John Blakey, Jandakot

Some responses to Mr Blakey’s questions at the 8 June 2023 Ordinary Council
Meeting were taken on notice and provided when available. Responses to all Mr
Blakey’s questions are provided below:

Q1. How much money has been used of CoC ratepayers’ funds over the last ten
years, north of Imlah Court re Prinsep Road Jandakot, including what has now
been budgeted in the CoC Capital Works Budget 23/24 (draft), Page 3,
Reference 180 - Traffic Management Detailed Design?

Al. The costs of treatments to the road segment over the previous ten years is as
follows:

e $107,019 on road resurfacing required as part of the City Asset
Management Program

e $17,000 was spent on the temporary signage costs (Radar Signs)

e $118,000 (proposed ) to facilitate a detailed design activity which may
consider the various approvals that have occurred in the area and reach a
proposal for the long term traffic calming required for the road segment
inclusive of community engagement activities.

The costs for the removal of the speed humps were a component of the Traffic

Management costs for the Solomon Rd development project and have not
been attributed to Prinsep Road.

Q2. What is the medium and highest speed that has been recorded in Prinsep
Road traffic studies in the last year?

A2. The key metrics for performance of the road segment considered by the City
are the 85™ percentile speeds (operating speed) which is considered standard
practice as it rules out the behaviour of those who simply elect to break the
law on roads.

In the most recent survey, the 85™ percentile speed of the road was 66.06
km/hr. The maximum speed captured in the most recent traffic survey was
144.7km/hr.

Q3. What is the percentage of heavy vehicles using Prinsep Road in the last year?
A3. Inthe most recent survey, the percent Heavy vehicles was 25.4 %.

Q4. Has this increased from the survey number 19439, 26.11.20 that is
demonstrative of 19.4% (almost one in five) heavy vehicles along Prinsep
Road?

A4. Yes.

Q5. What is the expected vehicle movements per day on Prinsep Road, including
the modelling for the proposed Glen Iris Golf Course housing infill, and
additionally the proposed Prinsep Road Surf Park?
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A5.  Trip distribution from Glen Iris was modelled to generate a total equating to
2,500 vehicles per day (vpd) which is distributed to the network in accordance
with existing distributions.

The model contains 40% of this traffic heading east — 1,000 trips per day.

Based on turning movement counts of the Prinsep Road intersection at the AM
and PM peak periods which are on average 19.96% of vehicles presenting
from the east make the turning movement to Prinsep Road (200 trips per day),
assuming these people return along the same route this would equate to a
potential additional traffic generation of 400 vehicles per day (to and from) the
Glen Iris Structure Plan area.

The modelling for the Perth Wave Park as per response to Question 6 may
generate an increase of 536 vpd. Cumulatively this equates to a potential
additional vehicle traffic to Prinsep Road of 936 vpd. As both of these
proposals have now received approval the City will consider the impacts of
these developments in the context of the earlier Local Area Traffic
Management proposals and road safety implications for the area, and consider
adjustments to the road treatment options as is appropriate.

The community will be consulted on these proposed amendments (road
transport options) with a report to Council on the findings.

Q6. What is the modelled expected vehicle movements per day on Prinsep Road
from the proposed approved 15-million-dollar development comprising, Lot 19
(#5), Lot 21 (#13) & Lot 69 (#9) Imlah Court and Lot 18 Prinsep Road,
Jandakot?

A6. Inthe peak hour the facility is anticipated to generate a vehicle movement of
295 vehicles to the facility, of these 25% of this is anticipated to utilise Prinsep
Road. This equates to approximately 74 vehicles.

As derived from the estimated Max Annual attendance figures for the facility
(392,004) which include seasonality adjustments it may be derived that the
facility may generate up to 536 vehicle movements per day to Prinsep Road.

Q7. Why has no effective solution been found to date re Prinsep Road traffic
management, even though there was a recent fatality?

A7. The City has, as noted in question 1, budgeted for road improvements along
Prinsep Road in the 23/24 financial year. These works were placed on hold
pending the Minister’s decision on the former Glen Iris golf course proposal.
This has been communicated to residents.

The City have also commissioned and received a road safety inspection with
an independent consultant to ensure all existing issues with the road segment
may be addressed in the upcoming design.

Residents will be consulted on the draft design as it becomes available and
subject to Council approval of the 23/24 FY Draft Budget.

8. Public Question Time

Janette Mouttet, Jandakot
Subject: Various

Q1. Mr Arndt, do you know whether any of the 700+ mature trees to be culled on
the Glen Iris Golf Course land are foraging habitat for the federally protected
and endangered Matters of National Environmental Significance (MNES) black
cockatoos, and if so, how many trees?

Al. The A/Chief of Built and Natural Environment advised the exact number of
trees cannot be determined at this time.

City Officers assessment through the subsequent subdivision process will be
to maximise tree retention ,beyond that advertised in the Draft Structure Plan,
consistent with the developer’'s commitments as outlined in the West

Australian Planning Commission’s (WAPC) refinements to the Structure Plan.

Q2. Mr Arndt, having relied on an eastern states company’s desktop report
(ActiveXchange) in your recommendation to rezone the Glen Iris Golf Course
land (Scheme Amendment No.152) that, in your view, the report informed the
City of Cockburn that operating the Glen Iris Golf Course was not viable and
indicated the City of Cockburn was suitably serviced based on golf courses in
its proximity, including private courses, par 3 courses, and even driving
ranges, can you please confirm that the City of Cockburn is now prevented
from considering or indeed investing any more ratepayer funds on the
establishment of any new golf courses in whatever configuration within its
boundaries?

A2. The A/Chief of Built and Natural Environment advised the ActiveXchange
report prepared for Glen Iris has no correlation as to whether the City
proceeds with any new golf course.

The A/Chief of Built and Natural Environment advised the City has expended
$162,622 on the Coogee Golf Course.

Is it correct that alternative layout planning for the Port Coogee Golf Course
started 17 years ago?

The A/Chief of Built and Natural Environment advised the first concept plan
was prepared in 2006 with further revisions completed to date.

WAPC SPC Agenda (13.6.23) regarding the Glen Iris Golf Course states: of
1,243 trees with a trunk more than 300mm in diameter, only 500 will be
retained. Why is there no consideration to the foraging (food) habitat of the
MNES federally protected black cockatoos?

The A/Chief of Built and Natural Environment advised the matters referenced
in the report are best addressed by its author, the Department of Planning
Lands and Heritage. The City prioritised the preservation of black cockatoo
habitat in its consideration of the proposal.

In response to a public question asked at the last Ordinary Council Meeting, is
it correct that the maximum speed recorded in the most recent traffic survey
on Prinsep Road, Jandakot was 144.7km p/hr?

The A/Chief of Built and Natural Environment answered yes.

What date was this speed recorded that was 84.7km p/hr over the permissible
speed limit in Jandakot suburbia?

The A/Chief of Built and Natural Environment advised the traffic survey was
conducted between14 and 22 February 2023.

How many fatalities have been recorded on Prinsep Road Jandakot (between
Imlah Court and Berrigan Drive) in the last year?

The City does not have current data for the last calendar year, however, it is
aware of a singular motor vehicle accident resulting in a fatality.

Are you aware that multiple media outlets are stating circa 1 million anticipated
visitors to the Prinsep Road Surf Park, rather than your traffic modelling
(regarding the City of Cockburn answer — Ordinary Council Meeting 8 June
2023) based on just 392K visitors per annum?

The A/Chief of Built and Natural Environment answered yes.

Why did the answer on 8 June 2023 Ordinary Council Meeting regarding
Prinsep Road Surf Park traffic modelling, only model the traffic on 392,004
visitors per annum, when that figure in the Stantec Report is ‘only’
incorporating the wave pool maximum annual pool attendance and not the
many other social amenities etc. at the Surf Park?

The A/Chief of Built and Natural Environment advised the City has previously
provided Ms Mouttet with a written response to this question (27 October
2022). The reasons behind the modelling and visitor numbers have not
changed.
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Q11. Can you please now remodel the corrected traffic impact to Prinsep Road and
Berrigan Drive, inclusive of the impact of all the anticipated Surf Park amenity
annual visitors (Stantec pages 15 and 16) and additionally the corrected
cumulative impact, inclusive of the proposed housing infill of the Glen Iris Golf
Course Jandakot?

All. The A/Chief of Built and Natural Environment advised the City will consider the
implications of approved developments and land zoning within the District
Transport Study. Impacts on Berrigan Drive will also be considered from the
context of the approval of the signalised intersection for the Glen Iris
subdivision proposal by MRWA.

The City will also take into consideration the proposed (approved)
developments in the currently approved capital budget item for Local Area
Traffic Management interventions to Prinsep Road and as part of the approval
process for the signalised intersection of Berrigan Drive.

Q12. Last Ordinary Council Meeting you answered that 25.4% of the traffic recorded
on Prinsep Road was from heavy vehicles, does this one in four heavy vehicle
volume cause City of Cockburn great concern when you consider the
corrected traffic modelling, based on the additional cumulative traffic impact of
the Glen Iris Golf Course infill and the Prinsep Road Surf Park, that will be
spilling to and from an already very busy Berrigan Drive?

Al2. The A/Chief of Built and Natural Environment advised the City has proposed
Local Area Traffic Management interventions to Prinsep Road to amend
behaviours and traffic patterns in accordance with the adopted Council
Policy. With certainty around the two proposed developments the impacts of
these need be considered to ensure the proposed treatments are suitable.

Megan Jaceglav, Spearwood
Banksia Woodlands — Conservation Cockatoo Program

Q1. How is the City’s decision to partner to agree to the destruction of 6.1 hectares
of banksia woodlands which, through the City’s own consultants, was
classified as in good to very good condition, which is crucial foraging habitat
for an endangered species, consistent with the City’s position of partnering
with the Conservation Cockatoo Program with Murdoch University, other local
governments, and aboriginal organisations?

Al. The A/Chief of Built and Natural Environment explained the proposal was not
determined by the City. The City played a role in handling the assessment
process, and is not the applicant. The decision maker in this case was not the
City of Cockburn.

Q2. The City is involved in this decision because it was reported in the City News
where numerous people were photographed supporting the decision.

In addition to that, planners were involved in the process and those planners
sat on the Joint Development Assessment Panel (JDAP) and Councillors were
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on the JDAP. All of who were engaged in approving this process. So you still

have a primary stake in the decision making.

A2. The A/Chief of Built and Natural Environment responded to the statement,
advising City offers are not on the JDAP. There are Council Members and a

number of other members on the JDAP.

Ultimately, the City needs to accept the decisions that are made by those
decision bodies. If there are instances of media releases after that, the City
are responding to the decision that is made by the decision making authorities.

Q3. Are you saying planners were not involved in the decision making

process, as

that not what | understand? | have read all the documentation and numerous

City officers were involved in the decision making process for that
development.

A3. The A/Chief of Built and Natural Environment reiterated that City planners play

a role in the process, however they are not the decision makers.

a) serve an order for the preservation and maintenance of a tree growing
wholly or partially on land inclusive of any overhang or extension of canopy
or root systems, for which the local government considers to be consistent
with the adopted significant tree criteria as per the Local Government
Inventory Heritage List Significant Tree List (Order); or

b) order the amendment or revocation of an existing Significant Tree List
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designation, in relation to a tree which the local government no longer
considers to be consistent with the adopted significant tree criteria as per
the Local Government Inventory Heritage List Significant Tree List; or

c) determine that sub-clause 4.18.4 applies to a specified tree.

4.18.3 Notice of Tree Preservation Orders

Subiject to sub-clause 4.18.2, the local government must give notice of the
proposed Order, for a minimum of 14 days or such other period determined by
the local government, to the owners and occupiers of the land on which the tree
is located.

Subject to sub-clause 4.18.2, the local government must consider any written
submissions received after the notice period specified above and must
thereafter advise the owners and occupiers of the land on which the tree is
located of its decision in accordance with sub-clause 4.18.7.

4.18.4 Emergency Tree Preservation Orders

Where the local government considers there is a risk of imminent damage to a
specified tree, the local government may determine that an emergency tree
preservation order (Emergency Order) is appropriate.

Where the local government makes an Emergency Order for a specified tree,
notwithstanding sub-clause 4.18.3, the Emergency Order is effective from the
date that written notice of the Emergency Order is given to the owner or owners
of the land on which the specified tree is located and remains in effect until the
local government gives notice in writing of its decision as to whether the Order
is made in accordance with sub-clause 4.18.3.

4.18.5 Destruction of Trees
A person shall not, otherwise than in accordance with any written consent of the
local government:

a) cut, remove or otherwise destroy any Protected Tree; or
b) cause or permit to be cut, removed or otherwise destroy any Protected
Tree.

4.18.6 Biosecurity of Trees

Sub-clause 4.18.5 does not apply to any Protected Trees which are cut,
removed or otherwise destroyed in accordance with an express written direction
or requirement of a State Government Department in response to plant
biosecurity issues.

(3) DELEGATES authorisation and submission of the updated amendment
documentation to the Western Australian Planning Commission along with a
request for the endorsement of final approval by the Hon. Minister for Planning;
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and

(4) ADVISES those who made a submission of Council’s decision accordingly;

(5) REQUESTS City officers prepare a further scheme amendment for Council’s
consideration to complement the Tree Preservation Orders amendment which
seeks to:

(@) Introduce the need for development approval for the removal, or
substantial pruning, for all trees within the City, acknowledging there may
be some exemptions based on size and/or species, such as:

i. trees which are less than 4m in height and canopy spread,

ii. trees on a State government department or local area weed register;

iii. trees declared for removal for biosecurity reasons by the responsible
agency;

iv. trees which are diseased or reaching end of their lifespan (as
determined by arborist); and

v. trees with a trunk diameter less than 160mm, measured 1m from the
ground.

(b) Align to, but not await, the potential State government planning reforms
under consideration through the ‘Consistent Local Planning Schemes’
Planning Reform (which would lead to changes to the Planning and
Development (Local Planning Schemes) Regulations 2015); and

Reason

This proposed further scheme amendment would complement the Tree
Preservation Orders amendment.

That amendment, particularly the ability to impose an emergency preservation order,
is a great step in the right direction. However, there is much more we can do to try
and reach the recently adopted State Council determination that Western Australian
Local Government Association endorse a new Urban Forest advocacy position of a
minimum tree canopy target of 30% by 2040 for the Perth and Peel regions.

The suggested exemptions are derived from the definition of a significant tree in both
State Planning Policy 7.3 R-Codes Volume 2 (SPP7.3) and the draft Medium Density
Code.

This proposed amendment only refers to trees that meet that definition of a significant
tree.

The State Council determination also includes developing contemporary legislative
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and policy mechanisms to allow Local Government to consider the removal or
alteration of a significant tree as a form of development.

The Consistent Local Planning Schemes reforms are also working to this end and
can help inform this process but are likely to take longer to enact than is desirable,
hence this recommendation which aligns with the State Council determination.

12 months should be sufficient time for the Department of Planning, Lands and
Heritage/Minister to respond to the Tree Preservation Order amendment — and
hopefully also to respond to other local government’s submitted scheme amendments
which include development approval clauses. This will give us a better idea of what is
likely to be approved — and what is not.

Officer Comment

While this is not the approach recommended by City officers, there are no substantial
concerns with the additional recommendations.

Elected Members should expect when a future item is brought back on this matter,
they will need to categorise the local planning scheme amendment.

Given the wide ranging and significant impact such a proposal would have, it is likely
to be deemed a ‘complex’ scheme amendment which will require the consent of the
WA Planning Commission to progress to advertising.

The additional recommendations enable analysis of the progress of the State
Planning Reforms and other relevant local government amendments.

Importantly, the assessment of the resourcing impacts of such an amendment is
included. This will enable Council to ensure the practicalities are known.

The 12-month period to undertake this is fair.

The recently advertised Department of Planning, Lands and Heritage ‘Consistent
Local Planning Schemes’ Planning Reform identified possible updates to the deemed
provisions in the Planning and Development (Local Planning Schemes) Regulations
2015.

It is considered that a consistent State or metropolitan wide approach would be most
successful in addressing the issue of tree protection for urban canopy to ensure a
consistent and enforceable planning framework.

This alternative recommendation allows for alignment with this draft reform.

Elected Members should be aware this provision would only apply within the areas
where the City has development control and would not cover circumstances such as:

e The extent of the Hope Valley Wattleup Redevelopment Act area (which is not
subject to the City’s TPS 3 or the Metropolitan Region Scheme)

e Development in Regional reserves (such as Main Roads)

e Exempted Public Works

e Where development approval is conferred by the WAPC as part of the subdivision
process.
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Background

Significant Trees

The City’s current framework for protecting Significant Trees originates from the
identification of trees with cultural heritage significance in the City’s first Local
Heritage Survey (the Municipal Heritage Inventory) which was prepared in 1998.

Trees were identified for inclusion on the Heritage List, however at the time, the
provisions of the Local Planning Scheme and Heritage Act could only allow for
protection of buildings and structures, meaning that trees were not able to be
controlled through this planning mechanism.

Amendment No0.86 (gazetted 14 September 2012) introduced Clause 4.18 to the
Scheme to protect Significant Trees through the requirement for planning approval
prior to their removal or major pruning.

Currently, Clause 4.18 states: Planning approval is required prior to the removal,
destruction of and/or interference with any tree included on the local government
Inventory Significant Tree list.

At the 8 September 2022 Ordinary Council Meeting (OCM), Council considered an
updated approach to the City’s framework for Significant Trees and adopted updated
nomination requirements and assessment criteria.

The review included examining current arrangements for Significant Trees, and
investigations into possible alternative approaches that may better align with
community expectations.

This included seeking advice to ensure a thorough understanding of the suitability of
various approaches taken for protecting tree within the Western Australian legislative
framework.

At the same time, Council resolved on 8 September 2022, through the Governance
Committee, to require:

A future scheme amendment to introduce ‘Tree Preservation Order’ provisions
to provide for a more comprehensive and robust protection for Significant
Trees to be presented to a future Ordinary Meeting of Council for
consideration, and if initiated, subsequent community consultation.”

In response to this, at the 9 February 2023 OCM, Council resolved to initiate Scheme
Amendment No.158 to introduce Tree Preservation Order provisions into Town
Planning Scheme No.3 (TPS3).

The Amendment was advertised for public comment from 13 April until 29 May 2023.

Submission

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Report

The purpose of this report is for Council to consider the outcomes of consultation and
make a recommendation to the Minister for Planning on final determination.

Tree Preservation Orders

With growing development pressures and change throughout the City the
preservation of trees which contribute to the local area for their historical, cultural,
social, aesthetic or ecological value is becoming more important.

In response, the City seeks to introduce improved statutory provisions into the
Scheme which provide:

e a clear enforceable framework for the creation, amendment or revocation of tree
preservation orders

e the process to be followed

¢ the ability to impose emergency orders in appropriate circumstances (such as
during the significant tree assessment process).

Following a review of other local governments’ schemes and methods, as well as
taking advice to ensure a thorough understanding of various approaches used
elsewhere in Western Australia and interstate, this amendment seeks to identify
appropriate and robust planning provisions which protect Significant Trees into the
future.

The proposed Tree Preservation Order provisions have the following advantages:

e They provide for the local planning scheme to include a more comprehensive
framework for Significant Trees

e They allow for criteria to not just be confined to cultural heritage matters

e They allow for immediate protection of the tree, thereby reducing the risk that the
tree will be removed prior to being included on the list

e They provide a more robust legal framework, including for prosecution of
unauthorised removal of Significant Trees.

The full details of the proposed changes to the TPS3, including associated
commentary on their specific wording are included in the advertised draft Scheme
Amendment Report (refer Attachment 1).

Draft Local Planning Strateqy

Adopted at the 13 April 2023 OCM, the City’s draft Local Planning Strategy (LPS)
has been referred to the WAPC for final approval.

The draft LPS encourages the continued protection of trees with cultural heritage
value via retention of the Significant Tree List.

Currently empowered by a supplemental scheme provision that does not exist within
the Deemed or Model Scheme Text of the Planning and Development Act (Local
Planning Scheme) Regulations 2015, insertion of a similar provision into the new
scheme (that will follow final adoption of the Local Planning Strategy) will need to be
negotiated with the State Government.
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This proposal represents an important opportunity to modernise and test the strength
of improved scheme provisions ahead of drafting and/or finalising the new scheme.

Outcomes of consultation

A total of 35 submissions were received, with 31 submissions from residents and
members of the community, and four from government agencies.

All submissions are set out and addressed in the Schedule of Submissions (refer
Attachment 2).

Submissions from residents and community members largely expressed concern that
the proposed measures were insufficient to protect urban tree canopy loss.

However, the proposed Tree Preservation Order provisions are not intended to
protect urban tree canopy, they are intended to protect trees with cultural heritage
value, or trees that make an exceptional contribution to amenity by meeting Council
adopted criteria.

The proposed amendment seeks to improve the current ‘Significant Tree’ provisions
in TPS3 to ensure they are clear and enforceable.

Community concern regarding loss of urban tree canopy, and the negative
environmental, social and economic impacts are acknowledged.

It is noted that the Department of Planning, Lands and Heritage (DPLH) have flagged
the possibility of addressing broader tree protection through the inclusion of model or
deemed provisions in the Planning and Development (Local Planning Schemes)
Regulations 2015.

This approach is supported by the City to ensure consistency, and to ensure that infill
and greenfield tree canopy issues are addressed together.

This is important because any proposed broadscale approach to protect all trees of a
certain size requires very careful consideration, particularly in large local
governments including both infill and greenfield areas, such as the City of Cockburn.

One possible implication is a significant number of large trees would be cleared upon
initiation of such an amendment, which could not be controlled or prevented, would
have a devastating contrary impact on the intent to protect urban tree canopy.

There is also inherent difficulty in enforcing measures protecting trees of a certain
size, such as demonstrating proof of the height of the tree subsequent to pruning or
removal.

This has the potential to create uncertainty for landowners, developers and the
community regarding which trees are protected.

In practice such measures typically serve to protect trees until such time as it can be
demonstrated that they cannot feasibly be retained as part of a redevelopment.

This is because the planning framework, including zoning and designated R-Code
provide landowners with a level of certainty regarding development potential and lot
or dwelling yield.
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In this context, supporting local planning policies will generally allow removal of the
tree if it can be demonstrated that the development cannot be redesigned to
accommodate it.

The majority of infill sites within the City of Cockburn are between 600m?—1,000m?,
therefore the likelihood of large trees being located in an appropriate location for
retention is low, particularly given the design constraints (i.e. typical site coverage,
setbacks, access requirements etc.) for grouped dwellings on small sites.

For this reason, the City has focussed on ensuring that infill development is designed
to include deep soil zones for the planting of appropriate tree species for future urban
tree canopy.

This approach is consistent with State Planning Policy 7.3 ‘Residential Design
Codes, Volume 2 — Apartments’ and proposed amendments to State Planning Policy
7.3 ‘Residential Design Codes, Volume 1’ (‘Medium Density Housing Code’, to apply
from 1 September 2023) which include requirements for deep soil zones and tree
planting.

State Planning Policy 7.3 ‘Residential Design Codes, Volume 2 — Apartments’
requires site planning to maximise retention of existing healthy and appropriate trees,
including retention of trees with a height of at least 4m; and/or trunk diameter of at
least 160mm, measured 1m from the ground; and/or average canopy diameter of at
least 4m.

Amendments to State Planning Policy 7.3 ‘Residential Design Codes, Volume 1’ will
also offer incentives for the retention of trees that meet these criteria.

In the future any broad protection measures of trees of a certain height could
complement the City’s proposed Tree Preservation Order provisions, rather than
replace them.

It is noted that the WA Tree Canopy Advocates (WATCA) provisions (included in a
number of submissions) refer to trees on a Significant Tree register, so local planning
schemes will still need to include a process for inclusion on the Significant Tree list
(such as those being proposed by Amendment No. 158).

This is because introducing a requirement for all trees over 8m in height to require
planning approval prior to removal will not protect smaller trees that have cultural
heritage significance.

In the meantime, urban tree canopy is being addressed by the City through
implementation of the City of Cockburn Urban Forest Plan 2018-2028.

Conclusion

It is acknowledged that the loss of urban tree canopy is a key community concern,
however this is not the key objective or intent of the City’s proposed Tree
Preservation Order provisions.

It is therefore recommended that Amendment No.158 be adopted by Council (as
advertised) to achieve the intended aim of ensuring a robust framework is in place for
protecting trees with cultural heritage significance.
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Scheme provisions subsequently adopted to protect large trees more broadly, will
benefit from the existence of these complementary provisions.

The volume of applications expected to be received (based on the Significant Tree
criteria adopted at the 8 September 2022 Ordinary Council Meeting) is not expected
to warrant the need for additional or specialist resources.

Any broader tree protection measures would require careful consideration as they
would require additional resources to process applications, and for planning
compliance.

Legal Implications

e Planning and Development Act 2005
e Planning and Development (Local Planning Schemes) Regulations 2015

The proposed amendment will provide a greater level of protection for Significant
Trees, and provides the clarity required to ensure planning enforcement and
prosecution.

Community Consultation

The proposal was advertised for 46 days (inclusive of an additional four days to cover
part of the Easter exclusion period) in accordance with Part 5, Division 2, Regulation
47 of the Planning and Development (Local Planning Schemes) Regulations 2015
from 13 April 2023 until 29 May 2023.

Advertising consisted of an advertisement in the Perth Now (Cockburn) newspaper,
notice on the City’s ‘Comment on Cockburn’ website, letters to relevant State
Government agencies and servicing authorities and letters to landowners/occupiers
of private land that currently contain listed trees.

Amendment No.158

RESOLVED that the Council, in pursuance of Section 75 of the Planning and
Development Act 2005, amend the City of Cockburn Town Planning Scheme No. 3 by
deleting and replacing existing Clause 4.18 of the Scheme Text with the following:

“4.18.1 Tree Preservation
4.18.1 Interpretation
For the purposes of this clause, unless otherwise specified:

a) 'cut' includes prune, lop, damage, destroy, injure or interfere;

b) 'Emergency Order' means an order made under sub-clause 4.18 .4,

¢) 'Order' means a proposed order, an amendment or revocation of an
existing Significant Tree List designation order made under sub-
clause 4.18.2 and includes an Emergency Order;

d) 'Protected Tree' includes a tree which is on the Significant Tree List
or is the subject of an Order;

e) 'Significant Tree List' means the Local Government Inventory
Heritage List Significant Tree List; and

f) 'tree'includes a single tree, a group of trees, or other vegetation.

4.18.2 Tree Preservation Orders

In addition to trees included on the Significant Tree List or required to be
preserved under a condition of a development approval, pursuant to this
clause, the local government may:

a) serve an order for the preservation and maintenance of a tree
growing wholly or partially on land inclusive of any overhang or
extension of canopy or root systems, for which the local government
considers to be consistent with the adopted significant tree criteria as
per the Local Government Inventory Heritage List Significant Tree
List (Order); or

b) order the amendment or revocation of an existing Significant Tree
List designation, in relation to a tree which the local government no
longer considers to be consistent with the adopted significant tree
criteria as per the Local Government Inventory Heritage List
Significant Tree List; or

c) determine that sub-clause 4.18.4 applies to a specified tree.
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4.18.3 Notice of Tree Preservation Orders

Subject to sub-clause 4.18.2, the local government must give notice of
the proposed Order, for a minimum of 14 days or such other period
determined by the local government, to the owners and occupiers of the
land on which the tree is located.

Subject to sub-clause 4.18.2, the local government must consider any
written submissions received after the notice period specified above and
must thereafter advise the owners and occupiers of the land on which the
tree is located of its decision in accordance with sub-clause 4.18.7.

Subject to sub-clause 4.18.2 b), where an existing Significant Tree List
designation has been amended or revoked, the local government will
undertake all reasonable efforts to advise the original nominator(s), and
owner(s) of the land on which the tree is located.

4.18.4 Emergency Tree Preservation Orders

Where the local government considers there is a risk of imminent damage
to a specified tree, the local government may determine that an
emergency tree preservation order (Emergency Order) is appropriate.

Where the local government makes an Emergency Order for a specified
tree, notwithstanding sub-clause 4.18.3, the Emergency Order is
effective from the date that written notice of the Emergency Order is given
to the owner or owners of the land on which the specified tree is located
and remains in effect until the local government gives notice in writing of
its decision as to whether the Order is made in accordance with sub-
clause 4.18.3.

4.18.5 Destruction of trees

A person shall not, otherwise than in accordance with any written consent
of the local government:

a) cut, remove or otherwise destroy any Protected Tree; or
b) cause or permit to be cut, removed or otherwise destroy any
Protected Tree.

4.18.6 Biosecurity of trees

Sub-clause 4.18.5 does not apply to any Protected Trees which are cut,
removed or otherwise destroyed in accardance with an express written
direction or requirement of a State Government Department in response
to plant biosecurity issues.

4.18.7 Notice of decision

Where a local government makes a decision under sub-clause 4.18.2,
4.18.3, or 4.18.4, that decision must:
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a) be in writing;

b) specify the tree to which the decision applies;

c) specify the date from which the decision is to take effect; and
d) specify any conditions or works required for the specified tree.

The local government must update the Significant Tree List accordingly
following any decision under sub-clause 4.18.2 or sub-clause 4.18.4.

4.18.8 Register of Tree Preservation Orders

The register of Orders shown on the Significant Tree List is available for
public inspection:

a) at the local government offices during work hours; and
b) on the local government website at any time.”

The Amendment is standard under the provisions of the Planning and Development
(Local Planning Schemes) Regulations 2015 on the basis that it is an amendment that:

) does not result in any significant environmental, social, economic or governance
impacts on land in the scheme area; and

) would not constitute a complex or basic amendment as defined in Part 5 Division
1 Regulation 34.

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AMENDMENT REPORT

1.0 INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this amendment is to update the City's existing ‘Significant Tree’
provisions with modern standards that introduce the ability to impose tree
preservation orders into the City of Cockburn Town Planning Scheme No.3 (TPS3).

Once implemented, the tree preservation orders will be able to be applied to trees
considered to meet the criteria for having historical, commemorative, cultural, social,
scientific visual, aesthetic, landmark or significant ecological value, to best ensure
their preservation, considered maintenance and the prosecution of actions that lead
to their damage or destruction.

Applications for significant trees will be assessed by City officers internally to ensure
that the tree is not located on public land and has been provided with the
landowner’'s consent to progress. Each application will be placed on notice to allow
for the opportunity for submissions to be made and will be determined by Council
before a tree is included, amended or revoked from the significant tree list.

The tree preservation order provisions allow for emergency orders to be applied.
An emergency order will be applied to the tree where there is an immediate risk of
removal, or damage. A tree with an emergency order will be afforded protection
from the time the order is applied rather than a regular tree preservation order to be
protected from the date the significant tree list is updated.

2.0 BACKGROUND

The City's current framework for protecting Significant Trees originated from the
identification of trees with cultural heritage significance when the City’s first Local
Heritage Survey, the Municipal Heritage Inventory, was prepared in 1998. Trees in
this Inventory were not given statutory protection at that time.

Trees were identified for inclusion on the Heritage List, however the local planning
scheme provisions and Heritage Act at this time only referred to the protection of
buildings and structures meaning that trees were not able to be protected under this
provision.

Amendment No.86 to the Scheme (which was gazetted 14 September 2012)
introduced protection for Significant Trees via the requirement for planning approval
prior to their removal or major pruning currently included at Clause 4.18 ofthe TPS3.
Alongside Amendment No.86, the City’'s Significant Tree list criteria were adopted
in 2012 based on National Trust criteria for significant trees and Office of Heritage
criteria for heritage places.

On 8 September 2022, Council updated its Significant Tree list criteria for tree which
could be included, amended or revoked from the significant tree list.
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As part of the review of the criteria, Council also examined current arrangements for
significant trees, and investigated possible alternative approaches that may better
align with community expectations. Through this analysis, it was identified that Tree
Preservation Order provisions would offer the following benefits:

. Provide for the local planning scheme to include a more comprehensive
framework for Significant Trees

. Allow for criteria to not just be confined to cultural heritage matters

. Allow for immediate protection of the tree, thereby reducing the risk that
trees will be removed prior to being included on list

. Provide a more robust legal framework, including for prosecution of
unauthorised removal of ‘Significant Trees'.

3.0 AMENDMENT TYPE

Part 5, Division 1, Regulation 34 of the Planning and Development (Local Planning
Schemes) Regulations 2015, identifies different amendment types: basic, standard
and complex.

Regulation 35(2) requires the local government to specify in their resolutions to
prepare or adopt an amendment what type of amendment it is, as well as the
explanation for forming that opinion. It has been considered that this amendment is
to progress as a ‘standard’ amendment, in which Regulation 34 describes as:

(a) an amendment relating to a zone or reserve that is consistent with the
objectives identified in the scheme for that zone or reserve;

(b) anamendment that is consistent with a local planning strategy for the scheme
that has been endorsed by the Commission;

(c) an amendment to the scheme so that it is consistent with a region planning
scheme that applies to the scheme area, other than an amendment that is a
basic amendment;

(d) an amendment to the scheme map that is consistent with a structure plan,
activity centre plan or local development plan that has been approved under
the scheme for the land to which the amendment relates if the scheme does
not currently include zones of all the types that are outlined in the plan;

(e) an amendment that would have minimal impact on land in the scheme area
that is not the subject of the amendment;

(f) an amendment that does not result in any significant environmental, social,
economic or governance impacts on land in the scheme area;

(g) any other amendment that is not a complex or basic amendment.

This proposed amendment, which seeks to formalise and provide statutory rigour to
the assessment and preservation of trees on private land satisfies parts (f) and (g)
of the above criteria.
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4.0 TOWN PLANNING CONTEXT

4.1 State Planning Framework

This amendment does not propose any changes to Town Planning Scheme No.3
(TPS3) which would contravene or be inconsistent with the State Planning
Framework or Metropolitan Region Scheme (MRS).

On the contrary, the research undertaken by the City during its 2022 review of the
Significant Tree List criteria identified that partly as a result of a lack of State
Guidance on the matter, there is no consistent approach to either ensuring the long-
term protection of culturally significant trees, or of ensuring the preservation of urban
tree canopy via the protection or incentivisation of retaining trees on private land via
the subdivision and development process (a matter separate to this proposal).

4.2 City of Cockburn Local Planning and Environmental Framework

Recently advertised between 22 September and 21 November 2022, the City's draft
Local Planning Strategy encourages the continued protection of trees with cultural
heritage value via retention of the Significant Tree List.

Currently empowered by a supplemental scheme provision that does not exist within
the Deemed or Model Scheme Text, a similar provision will need to be inserted into
the new scheme that will follow final adoption of the Local Planning Strategy.

Introduced in 2012, the current clause is in need of updating to reflect the City's
learnings during operation and to ensure a robust planning framework is in place
that accords with the community’s expectations.

More broadly, the proposal also aligns with the cultural heritage objectives, and will
work favourably in combination with the general amenity, sustainability and
environmental objectives of the following City adopted documents:

o Strategic Community Plan (2020 — 2030)
o Climate Change Strategy (2020 — 2030)
o Urban Forrest Plan (2018 — 2028)

5.0 PROPOSAL

To achieve the benefits identified in Section 2.0 above, the proposed amendment
seeks to replace Clause 4.18 in the Scheme Text with an expanded subset of
clauses (4.18.1 t0 4.18.8). The provisions are broadly based on those that currently
appear in the City of South Perth’s local planning scheme and have been reviewed
by legal counsel to ensure their suitability (particularly as it relates to subsequent
enforceability).

The intent and/or purpose of each new scheme provision, and any critical aspects
that went into its drafting is briefly explained beside each clause in the table that
follows:

Where the local government makes an Emergency Order for a specified
tree, notwithstanding sub-clause 4.18.3, the Emergency Order is
effective from the date that written notice of the Emergency Order is given
to the owner or owners of the land on which the specified tree is located
and remains in effect until the local government gives notice in writing of
its decision as to whether the Order is made in accordance with sub-

4.18.5 Destruction of trees

A person shall not, otherwise than in accordance with any written consent
of the local government:

a) cut, remove or otherwise destroy any Protected Tree; or
b) cause or permit to be cut, removed or otherwise destroy any
Protected Tree.

4.18.6 Biosecurity of trees

Sub-clause 4.18.5 does not apply to any Protected Trees which are cut,
removed or otherwise destroyed in accordance with an express written
direction or requirement of a State Government Department in response
to plant biosecurity issues.

4.18.7 Notice of decision

Where a local government makes a decision under sub-clause 4.18.2,
4.18.3, or 4.18 .4, that decision must:
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a) be in writing;

b) specify the tree to which the decision applies;

c) specify the date from which the decision is to take effect; and
d) specify any conditions or works required for the specified tree.

The local government must update the Significant Tree List accordingly
following any decision under sub-clause 4.18.2 or sub-clause 4.18.4.

4.18.8 Register of Tree Preservation Orders

The register of Orders shown on the Significant Tree List is available for
public inspection:

a) at the local government offices during work hours; and
b) on the local government website at any time.”

Perth is arguably the hottest
capital city in Australia and climate change means that our
summer temperatures are rising at an alarming rate. Yet
we are the only capital city that does not have broad tree
protection provisions in place. The loss of trees in our city
to make way for concrete and bitumen is exacerbating the
problem, because of the urban heat island effect. The
urban heat island effect means that average temperatures
in large cities can be 1 to 3 degrees higher than average
rural temperatures.

Background

Local Government (Financial Management) Regulations 1996 prescribe that a Local
Government is to prepare each month a Statement of Financial Activity.

Regulation 34(2) requires the Statement of Financial Activity to be accompanied by
documents containing:

1. Details of the composition of the closing net current assets (less restricted and
committed assets)

2. Explanation for each material variance identified between year to date (YTD)
budgets and actuals

3. Any other supporting information considered relevant by the Local Government.

Regulation 34(4)(a) prescribes that the Statement of Financial Activity and
accompanying documents be presented to Council within two months after the end of
the month to which the statement relates.

The regulations require the information reported in the statement to be shown either
by nature or type, statutory program, or business unit.

The City has chosen to report the information according to nature or type and its
organisational business structure.

Local Government (Financial Management) Regulations 1996 - Regulation 34 (5)
states “Each financial year, a Local Government is to adopt a percentage or value,
calculated in accordance with the Australian Accounting Standards, to be used in
statements of financial activity for reporting material variances.”

This regulation requires Council to annually set a materiality threshold for the
purpose of disclosing budget variances within monthly financial reporting.
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The materiality threshold has been set by Council at $300,000 for the 2022-23
financial year (FY23).

Detailed analysis of budget variances is an ongoing exercise, with necessary budget
amendments either submitted for Council approval through the Expenditure Review
Committee or included in the City’s mid-year budget review required by legislation.

The attached Monthly Financial Report for May 2023 has been prepared in
accordance with the Local Government Act and the associated Financial

Management Regulations.

This was reviewed by management, with the following commentary addressing key
financial results and the City’s budgetary performance to the end of the month.

Opening Surplus

The amended budget opening surplus is now $11.93 million which includes the $3.86
million mid-year budget review adjustment adopted by Council in February, $2.50
million original budget surplus and $5.56 million municipal funding for the City’s carry
forward projects.

Closing Surplus

The City’s YTD closing surplus to the end of May was $56.63 million, versus a YTD
budget of $49.37 million.

This represents a favourable variance of $7.26 million, inclusive of variances across
the FY23 operating and capital budget reported in the following sections.
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Operating Revenue

Operating revenue of $171.85 million was $1.85 million behind YTD budget for May.

e Operating grants, subsidies, contributions ($1.06 million under YTD budget):
o Federal grant funding for childcare subsidies and Home Care Packages are
behind YTD budget by $0.35 million and $0.61 million respectively.

e Fees and charges ($0.63 million under YTD budget):
o Building permits received this period is $0.32 million under YTD budget due
to lower building activity and is likely to come in under full year budget.
o Development related fees are down $0.26 million against YTD budget due
to lower development activity, also likely to not achieve full year budget.
o  Landfill fees is $0.34 million under YTD budget reflecting a reduction in
patronage at the Henderson Waste Recovery Park.
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Operating Expenditure

Operating expenditure to the end of May is $149.74 million and was under YTD

budget by $10.36 million.

Significant variances identified in the City’s operating expenditure were identified as

follows:

e Employee Costs ($3.72 million under YTD budget):

o  There are salary budget variances across all business units totalling $3.36
million, due to the remaining Enterprise Agreement increase factored into
the budget not yet paid in May, it was only paid in June. Further to this,
there is increased duration of staff vacancies due to a tight labour market

o Leave entitlement reductions contributed a net $0.35 million to the variance,
reflecting the positive impact of leave management strategies

o Indirect employee costs also had an underspend of $0.35 million (training,
recruitment, conferences etc.).

e Materials and Contracts ($5.66 million under YTD budget):

o  Community Development & Services were collectively $1.07 million behind
YTD budget, with underspending across Family & Community, Childcare,
Cockburn Care, Seniors, and Youth Services

o  Sustainability & Environment had $1.08 million underspend, due to timing
issues in the spending of the Rehabilitating Roe 8 project, and general
underspending across the Sustainability & Climate Change, Coastal
Management and Planning and Environmental Management, Policy and
Planning service units

o Recreation Infrastructure & Services contributed to the underspend $0.89
million under YTD budget, with Cockburn ARC $0.34 million and Recreation
Services $0.40 million behind YTD budget (considered a timing issue).
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Capital Expenditure

Council adopted a capital works program of $50.9 million in the FY23 annual budget,
that is now $69.76 million following carry forwards and the mid-year budget review
adopted by Council. The City had spent $33.14 million on its capital program to the
end of May, representing an underspend of $12.12 million against YTD budget

(delivery timing variances).

Non-Operating Grants, Subsidies and Contributions

The City’s budget for capital grants and contributions is a net $20.77 million. This
includes $24.74 million in funding to be received, less an outgoing contribution of
$3.97 million to the State Government for underground power in South Lake.

Non-operating revenue of $11.73 million was recognised to the end of May, $2.06
million over YTD budget (only a timing issue).

Financial Reserves

A detailed schedule of the City’s financial reserves is included in the financial report,
showing a balance of $177.21 million held at the end of May ($178.0 million last
month).

Council funded reserves made up $147.56 million of the balance, $12.10 million for
restricted and legislated purposes, and another $17.55 million for developer
contribution plans.

Transfers in and out of financial reserves are made in accordance with budgetary
requirements.

Cash and Financial Assets

The City’s closing cash and financial assets investment holding at month’s end
totalled $241.25 million (down from $246.54 million last month).

This balance included financial assets (term deposits and investments) of $230.35
million, and cash and cash equivalent holdings (cash at bank and at call deposits) of
$10.91 million.

$181.01 million of these funds were internally and externally restricted, representing
the City’s financial reserves and liability for bonds and deposits held.

The remaining $60.24 million represented unrestricted municipal funds for the City’s
operating activities and liabilities.
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Investment Performance, Ratings and Maturity

The City’s term deposit portfolio running yield has jumped to an annualised 3.75
percent as of 31 May after the withdrawal of lower rates deposits and then the
reinvestment at higher rates (up from 3.07 percent last month and 2.97 percent the
month before).

This still underperformed the City’s KPI target rate of 4.35 percent, comprising RBA
cash rate of 3.85 percent (end of May) plus a 0.50 percent performance margin.

The swiftness of back-to-back increases made to the official cash rate by the
Reserve Bank of Australia (RBA), has meant many of the City’s existing term
deposits are yielding well under the City’s current KPI target.

Performance against the KPI target continues improving each month with the City’s
new deposits being placed at relatively higher rates.

New investments placed during the month were at rates ranging between 4.60 and
5.15 percent over various durations.

There was 0.25 percent increase at the last RBA meeting in May and the latest three
cash rate increases have been for 0.25 percent. There are indications the cash rate
will continue to increase until mid to late 2024. The RBA has said further tightening of
monetary policy may still be required although the inflation has passed its peak.

Current term deposit investments are fully compliant with Council’s Investment Policy
requirements, as indicated below:

The portfolio also includes several reverse mortgage securities purchased under
previous policy and statutory provisions.

These have a face value of $2.424 million and market value of $1.591 million,
although the City currently carries them at a book value of $0.85 million (net of a
$1.575 million impairment provision made several years ago).

The City continues receiving interest and capital payments, with $0.576 million
returned to date of the original $3.0 million invested.

Investment in Fossil Fuel Free Banks

At month end, the City held $83.4 million (32.9 percent) of its investment portfolio
with banks considered non-funders of fossil fuel related industries (up from $62.4
million or 26.1 percent last month).

The amount invested with fossil fuel free banks fluctuates depending on the
competitiveness of deposit rates being offered and the capacity of fossil fuel free
banks to accept funds.

The City will always endeavour to preference a fossil fuel free investment, given a
similar deposit rate.

Rates Debt Recovery

The collectible rates and charges for 2022-23 (comprising arrears, annual levies, and
part year rating) totals $143.06 million.

To the end of May, the City had collected $137.33 million (96.0 percent), leaving a
balance outstanding of $5.73 million (4.0 percent).

The City has also received $1.95 million in prepayments for future year’s rates.

In terms of overdue and delinquent rates accounts under formal or legal debt
recovery processes, the City had 100 properties owing a total of $0.55 million in
combined rates and legal fees (down from 201 properties last month owing $0.96
million).

Given the size of the City’s ratepayer base (around 53,000 properties), this reflects
the City’s effective processes in controlling and managing overdue rates accounts.
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Formal debt recovery activities are commenced when ratepayers have overdue rates
and have not committed to instalment or other payment arrangements or sought
relief under the City’s Financial Hardship Policy.

Trade and Sundry Debtors

The City had $3.20 million in outstanding trade and sundry debtors to the end of May
($3.05 million last month).

Those debts overdue by more than 90 days made up $132k or 6.01 percent of total
debts outstanding ($144k or 4.72 percent last month).

The 90-day debtors included lease monies owed by naval base tenants totalling $59k
(on payment plans).

Provisions are recognised when the City has a present legal or constructive obligation, as a result of past events, for which it is
probable that an outflow of economic benefits will result and that outflow can be reliably measured.

Provisions are measured using the best estimate of the amounts required to settle the obligation at the end of the reporting period.

Employee benefits

Short-term employee benefits

Provision is made for the City’s obligations for short-term employee benefits. Short-term employee benefits are benefits (other than
termination benefits) that are expected to be settled wholly before 12 months after the end of the annual reporting period in which
the employees render the related service, including wages, salaries and sick leave. Short-term employee benefits are measured at the
{undiscounted) amounts expected to be paid when the obligation is settled.

The City’s obligations for short-term employee benefits such as wages, salaries and sick leave are recognised as a part of current trade
and other payables in the calculation of net current assets.

Other long-term employee benefits
The City’s obligations for employees’ annual leave and long service leave entitlements are recognised as provisions in the statement
of financial position.

Long-term employee benefits are measured at the present value of the expected future payments to be made to employees. Expected
future payments incorporate anticipated future wage and salary levels, durations of service and employee departures and are
discounted at rates determined by reference to market yields at the end of the reporting period on government bonds that have
maturity dates that approximate the terms of the obligations. Any remeasurements for changes in assumptions of obligations for other
long-term employee benefits are recognised in profit or loss in the periads in which the changes occur. The City’s obligations for
long-term employee benefits are presented as non-current pravisions in its statement of financial position, except where the City does
not have an unconditional right to defer settlement for at least 12 months after the end of the reporting period, in which case the
obligations are presented as current provisions.

Contract liabilities

National Construction Code Changes

City of Cockburn to move:
MOTION

That WALGA advocates for changes to the National Construction Code to provide accessible
door frames as the minimum standard in all building classes.

MEMBER COMMENT

Accessible door frames are a critical component to enabling inclusive design. They should be
the standard for all new homes and buildings.

This motion impacts the National Construction Code and has national level interest/implications,
as such, if supported, would impact all local governments across Australia, and all classes of
buildings covered by the National Construction Code.

Changes to the National Construction Code would impact a number of stakeholders. It is
recognised there have recently been a number of major policy reforms and legislative changes
which have cumulatively impacted the cost of building. There is currently a lot of industry
resistance to changes which generate costs for their members, regardless of community
benefits.

Changes to doorframes would not result in accessible buildings, as there are other aspects
which would require changes such as bathroom access, bench heights etc.

The Liveable Housing Design Guidelines is a document providing guidelines for liveable homes
includes easy living features that make them easier and safer to use for all occupants
including: people with disability, ageing Australians, people with temporary injuries, and families
with young children.

In the past, houses were not required to be designed for accessible living and so the only
document which provided any information for accessible living was the LHD Guidelines.

This is set to change with the NCC 2022 Volume Two now adopting liveable housing design
which will require dwellings to include features that are designed to improve their accessibility
and usability for occupants and visitors, including those with a mobility-related disability.

At the moment WA uses the NCC 2019 Volume One - until such time as the 2022 NCC is
adopted. Please see this link Implementation of NCC 2022 in Western Australia | Mines,
Industry Regulation & Safety (commerce.wa.gov.au)

This document states; “the mandatory liveable (accessible) housing provisions will not apply in
Western Australia. Western Australia will continue to monitor the situation in the building
industry and the housing market”

In terms of non residential buildings we refer to NCC 2019 Volume One Part D: Access for
people with disability - this covers all of the relevant 'accessibility requirements’ for various
buildings including public buildings. This is already a requirement for the various buildings listed
under D3.1 see link here .

Advertised Amendments to LPP 3.4

For context, a summary of the advertised amendments to LPP 3.4 and the reasoning
behind them are repeated in the following table:

Revision

Reason

Renaming of
the policy

Renaming of the policy from ‘Local Planning Policy 3.4 — Service Stations’
to ‘Local Planning Policy 3.4 — Service Stations & Motor Vehicle Wash
Facilities’ reflects its expansion to guide the assessment of both land uses
(which are commonly located together and involve the consideration of
similar matters during the development assessment process).

Policy
Purpose

This section has been re-worded to be more concise (removing
unnecessary text relating to generic purpose of local planning policies) and
include specific reference to the policy’s application to motor vehicle wash
facilities.

Advertising

In recognition of the typically strong public interest in such proposals, and
that the potential impacts of these types of uses can vary from site to site, a
paragraph has been inserted clarifying that the method and extent of
advertising (where triggered) is to be determined by the Manager of
Development Services.

The intent is to ensure a higher level of rigour in the advertising of these
types of applications, especially where they are proposed adjacent to
sensitive land uses, like residential.

Design
Guidelines

This section has been re-worded to provide greater clarity and ensure more
consistent language and terminology with the City’s other LPP’s, without
adding any additional requirements beyond that already required for
Service Station proposals.

Traffic
Management

This section has been expanded to afford City Officers the ability to request
a Parking Management Plan (PMP) be submitted in appropriate
circumstances, such as in areas that there are existing parking issues, or
the proposal involves an under-provision of its standard on-site parking
requirement.

Residential
Amenity

The key changes to this section involve:

1. Advising that despite Amendment No.157 making the use approvable,
the City’s default position is not approve or support self-service motor
vehicle wash proposals on Local Centre zoned land, where they abut
residential development. This is due to the higher potential for off-site
impacts due to their typical open-air configuration and/or lack or
minimal on-site management; &

2. Clarifying the requirement for up-front provision of some form of
management plan that clearly outlines the future operational
arrangements of either land use, to inform the assessment of potential
future impacts on surrounding land use (e.g., noise, light, odour etc.).

Activity
Centres

This section has been updated to include a general presumption against 24
hours per day, 7 days per week service station or motor vehicle wash
facilities on Local Centre zoned land.

This reflects the higher potential for off-site amenity impacts from facilities
located in Local Centres, which often have direct interface areas with
existing and/or planned residential development.
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LPP 3.4 Consultation

The draft amended LPP 3.4 was advertised in accordance with Clause 4(1) of the
Planning and Development (Local Planning Scheme) Regulations 2015, for 28 days.

Only one submission was received from the Department of Water and Environmental
Regulation (DWER) in support of the proposed amendments.

A copy of the Schedule of Submissions, inclusive of officer commentary in response
to the matters raised is included at Attachment 1.

Scheme Amendment No.157

At the 11 May 2023 OCM, Council recommended the Minister grant final approval
(subject to modifications) to Scheme Amendment No.157, which in part, seeks to
make a ‘Motor Vehicle Wash’ an approvable land use within the Local Centre Zone.

This decision does not imply a ‘Motor Vehicle Wash' is suitable on all Local Centre
zoned land throughout the City, with the Amendment Report foreshadowing the
preparation of a Local Planning Policy (this proposal) to help guide applicants and
decision makers in considering appropriate locations and the information required to
accompany such proposals.

Of relevance to this proposal, two of the submissions received during advertisement
of Amendment No.157 raised matters the City considered more appropriately
captured in the proposed update to LPP 3.4.

Minor additions to the advertised draft amended LPP 3.4 are recommended in
response to this collective feedback, as discussed below (and highlighted in the
tracked changes version of the advertised draft Amended LPP 3.4 - refer
Attachment 2).

Connection to Reticulated Sewer

In response to Amendment No.157 the Department of Health (DoH) advised that
under the Government Sewerage Policy 2019, all Motor Vehicle Wash facilities are
required to be connected to the reticulated sewerage network.

This advice has been added as Point 6 under the Design Guidelines section of the
draft Amended LPP.

Water Quality Protection Note

In response to the draft LPP 3.4 Amendment DWER suggested the policy reference
its Water Quality Protection Note 49 — Service Stations, to encourage the adoption of
best management practices relating to protection of environment and water resource
values.

This advice has been added as Point 7 under the Design Guidelines section of the
draft Amended LPP.
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Referral to Main Roads WA

In response to Amendment No.157 Main Roads Western Australia (MRWA) advised
any motor vehicle wash facility proposed adjacent to State Roads will require their
consideration of the Traffic Impact Assessment prior to determination.

This advice has been added as Point 3 under the Traffic Management section of the
draft Amended LPP.

Deferred Adoption Date

Given the strong interrelationship between the LPP amendments and Scheme
Amendment No.157, the officer recommendation includes a deferred LPP adoption,
until such time as the Minister determines the Scheme Amendment.

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A hard copy of the LPP 3.4 Amendment documentation was also available to view
during work hours at the City’s Administration Building in Spearwood for the duration
of the advertising period.

Risk Management Implications

The amendments to LPP 3.4 are necessary to guide the preparation and assessment
of future Motor Vehicle Wash facilities, particularly on Local Centre zoned land
(should Amendment No.157 be approved by the Minister for Planning).

The review of the LPP also provides an important opportunity to update the City’s
guidance as it relates to Service Station developments based on the learnings from
recent development applications.

Assessment

The proposed refinements to LPP 5.19 are a measured but necessary response to
the community concerns expressed that will help ensure the delivery of improved
mobile tele-communications infrastructure, particularly in the City’s growth areas.

No changes are proposed in response to the feedback received.
It is recommended the amended local planning policy be adopted, as advertised.

Policy Purpose

The purpose of this policy is to:

1. Ensure that mobile telecommunications infrastructure requirements are identified at the
earliest stage of planning, having regard to the anticipated form of development and
expected resident population.

Commonwealth and State legislation applies to the provision of services such as
underground telecommunications (through NBN Co), reticulated water and sewer (through
the Water Corporation) and power (through Western Power), which in most instances in
the City are provided to lots at the subdivision stage. However, there is no legislative
requirement to mandate the provision of mobile telecommunications infrastructure within
new development areas, or areas proposed for development.

It is recognised that the provision of mobile telecommunications infrastructure is market-
driven, generally in response to the demand on existing infrastructure, or in response to
changes in technology.

The Australian Media and Communications Authority estimates that over 90 per cent of
Australian households had access to a fixed line internet connection in 2021, however, less
than 25 per cent of the Australian population use a fixed-line phone at home. Despite the
provision of wired infrastructure to most homes and businesses that enables a fixed-line
phone service to be provided, mobile phones remain the preferred method of audio
communication.

The Australian Parliament’s Inquiry into the deployment, adoption and application of 5G in
Australia (2020) noted that the emergence of 5G technology will change the nature of how
mobile infrastructure is designed, located and integrated with existing infrastructure, and
will require collaboration between all tiers of government and the telecommunications
industry. It may be necessary for 5G infrastructure to be deployed in locations not typically
used for telecommunications infrastructure to provide sufficient coverage, including utility
infrastructure.

State Planning Policy 5.2 - Telecommunications Infrastructure (SPP 5.2) applies
throughout Western Australia in respect to above and below ground telecommunications
infrastructure, other than those facilities exempted under the Commonwealth
Telecommunications Act 1997.

Where a potential site is identified that relies upon Small Cell mobile
telecommunications infrastructure being attached to utility infrastructure (such as
street lighting, sub-station or pump station) managed by a State utility provider, the
applicant should demonstrate evidence of support from the utility provider, and if
required, Main Roads WA.

Development Requirements

The identification of a site should not be construed as the City's support for such a
development upon approval of the Structure Plan by the Western Australian
Planning Commission.

Council Meeting.

The purpose of this report is to specify the City’s commitment to the Public Interest
Disclosure (PID) provisions and to ensure the protection of persons who are seeking
to make a disclosure, otherwise referred to as whistle blowers.

While the PID Act 2003 references the procedures applicable to reporting suspected
misconduct of public officials who represent local governments, it is proposed that the
City of Cockburn also establishes a Policy which contains the relevant principles in a
clear and concise manner.

Accordingly, the attached draft Policy is presented as a document which can be used
as guidance for persons seeking information related to the reporting process, while
also providing a high level of assurance to “whistle blowers” that any disclosure made
will be protected from potential retribution being made against them.
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The detail contained in the proposed Policy is designed to clarify the City’s
commitment to the reporting of suspected wrongdoing by City officials, in addition to
referring people to the reporting procedure.

A key component of the Policy is to ensure any disclosures that are made will be
protected from any negative action, or threat, being taken against the persons
making such disclosures.

The policy does not specify any principles which are extraneous to the statutory
functions of the PID Act and is provided to extend the level of information available to
the public on this matter.

The adoption of the Policy follows recommendations from the Independent
Governance Review and the recent Risk Maturity Review.

Policy Purpose

The City of Cockburn (the City) is committed to promoting integrity, transparency and
accountability in its operations. The Public Interest Disclosure Act 2003 (the Act) provides
a framework for the disclosure and investigation of wrongdoing within the City. This policy
aims to ensure that City employees are aware of their obligations under the Act and
strongly supports disclosures being made by employees about corrupt or improper
conduct. It also strongly supports contractors and members of the community making
disclosures about corrupt and improper conduct.

Policy Statement

This Policy applies to all City of Cockburn Elected Members, employees, contractors, and
any person either making a public interest disclosure or who may be the subject of a
disclosure.

Conduct which shows involvement in one or more of the following by a public authority,
public officer or public sector contractor should be disclosed under the Act:

« Improper conduct (generally a breach of the standards of conduct that a reasonable
person could expect of a person or body, knowing their duties, powers and
authority, in the circumstances of the case);

« An offence under State Law (including corruption);

« Conduct relating to matters of State or local government administration;

« Substantial Irregular or unauthorised use of public resources;

« Substantial mismanagement of public resources; and/or

« Substantial and specific risk of injury to public health, prejudice to public safety or
harm to the environment; and/or

« matters of state or local government administration that can be investigated under
section 14 of the Parfiamentary Commissioner Act 1971.

A PID Officer is defined as: A person appointed by the Chief Executive Officer of the City to
undertake the responsibilities and actions so prescribed under the Act including receiving
disclosures.

The City of Cockburn will handle all public interest disclosures with confidentiality. The
identity of the discloser, as well as any information that could reasonably identify them, will
be protected to the fullest extent allowed by law. Confidentiality obligations also apply to all
individuals involved in the disclosure process.

1. The protection from detrimental action, or threat, being taken against any
person who makes a lawful disclosure of public interest information.

2. The commitment to respond to any disclosure theroughly and impartially, by
treating all people in the disclosure process fairly, including those who may
be the subject of a disclosure.

3. The provision of as much information as possible to people considering
making a public interest disclosure.

4. The preparation and publication of internal procedures associated with
managing any disclosure on the City's website.

5. The full compliance with the provisions of the PID Act and the associated
Code of Conduct and Integrity produced by the Public Sector Commissioner.

(2) The CEO is required to designate the PID officer/s for the City with the responsibility
for receiving public interest disclosures.

(3)  The City will ensure that details of any records made, or provided, in relation to the
disclosure and assessment process are stored and secured in the City's record
keeping system.

(4) The City will ensure that all reasonable necessary protection is provided to those
who make disclosures (whistle blowers) in accordance with the Act.

(5) The City will report annually to the Public Sector Commission on the number of
disclosures received, the results of any investigations conducted as the result of
disclosures, any action taken because of the investigation and any other statutory
requirements.

(6) This Policy focuses on public interest disclosures made in accordance with the Act,
however, the City is committed to dealing with all reports of suspected wrongdoing
and encourages people to report any such allegations for assessment.

Policy Purpose

The Policy serves to ensure that the City of Cockburn complies with the obligation to
ensure that there is an appropriate structure for administering the City, as outlined in s5.2
of the Local Government Act, 1995 (the Act).

The City of Cockburn is administered through a structure of seven Divisions, 13 Business
Units and 54 Service Units. This structure is managed by a Chief Executive Officer, one
Senior Officer, four Chiefs, three Executives and several Heads of Business Units,
Strategic Managers and Managers. The structure is aligned to the activities and functions
of the City and is reviewed regularly. Itis changed when the City embarks on new
business opportunities, divests itself of service functions or when there is a need to
reorganise functions into different units for better management and alignment with our
purpose.

Policy Statement

(1) Council recognises its responsibility pursuant to s5.2 of the Act, and considers the
attached Structure for Administering the City of Cockburn an appropriate structure
for administering its local government.

(2) Council approval is required to implement any variation to the Structure for
Administering the City of Cockburn in relation to the seven divisions, however the
CEO may undertake minor variations as they see fit with regards to the allocations
of functions and resources across those seven divisions as aligned with the City’s
purpose and the purpose of each division.

(3) The Structure for Administering the City of Cockburn describes the principal
functions that Council directs are to be undertaken by each Business and Service
Unit.

4) In accordance with the Act, the CEQ's function is to manage the day-to-day
operations of the local government and be responsible for employing those
employees not designated as “senior employees”.

(5) Consistent with the functions described in (4) above, Council notes the CEO will

allocate employees across functions and activities, where he or she considers
doing so increases organisational efficiency.

The intersection has experienced increasing congestion and incidences of
accidents in recent years and with continued growth in the local area and
seemingly limited upgrade options requires long term planning to ensure this
intersection may continue to appropriately serve the local community.

Report

This intersection is of two District Distributor A roads which have important regional
significance. Consideration of the future layout of the intersection for Road Safety
and Congestion management is considered a high priority project and will need to be
considered in the coming years.

The City is currently completing an update to the City of Cockburn District Traffic
Study (Arup 2018) which is scheduled to be published in the next financial year
(23/24).

The update will take into account (recent) significant modifications in the transport
network and amendments in the state infrastructure priorities that will amend earlier
forecast demands within the Cockburn transport network.

The study is based on the City of Cockburn Strategic District Transport Model
(CDTM). This model splits traffic across the district into more than 100 traffic zones.

The zoning system is adapted from the Main Roads WA Regional Operations Model
(ROM) with some zones split to reflect land use based on current data and future
changes as reflected in the Metropolitan Region Scheme, the City of Cockburn Town
Planning Scheme and approved structure plans.

The CDTM is a two-step model encompassing demand generation and assignment.

A 2021 base year model was developed to calibrate with parameters using existing
traffic count information to confirm the model is fit for purpose.

Once calibrated and validated, the model is used to forecast future changes to traffic
volumes associated with changes to land use.

Forecast demand on the City’s road network is considerable to 2031 and 2041 time
periods.

There is considerable development planned within the City boundaries and beyond
that will generate additional traffic demand.

Further to this, earlier planned road and port facilities (Roe Highway and Fremantle
Port) have shifted since preparation of the earlier adopted models.

These moves have generated shifts to traffic flows that will greatly influence the City’s
responding upgrades to its movement network.

With Beeliar Drive being a significant east-west corridor within proximity of relocated
and planned trip generation locations (Australian Marine Complex, Latitude 32 and
Westport) it is important to understand these changes and demand changes created
by adjacent road network projects in advance of planning any intersection upgrades
at this specific intersection.

Report

Parkway Road is classified as a Local Distributor Road under the City of Cockburn
and Main Roads WA (MRWA) road hierarchy.

The predominant purpose of this type of road is:
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‘Movement of traffic within local areas and connect access roads to higher order
Distributors and the Indicative Traffic Volume (AADT) - Built Up Area - Maximum
desirable volume 6,000 vehicle per day with recommended speed of 50-60km/h’.

The current traffic data of Parkway Road has been reviewed and:

e Isin line with the planning functions of the road.
e Indicates there is no major speeding issue along the road, and
e Heavy vehicle percentage is acceptable for planned use of the road.

The City’s Street Verge Improvements Policy defines a verge as the portion of Crown
land which lies between the edge of a road and the adjacent property line. In this
case, the subject section of the verge along Parkway Road is fronting Bibra Lake
Primary School.

The verge is a shared area, important for access and services including utilities,
crossovers, street trees and footpaths.

City officers inspected the site and reviewed the existing road layout, noting:

e This is a developed area with a newly constructed child care on the opposite side
of the road from the school site

e There is direct property access fronting the road.

e A medium to high level of place value, which can be appropriate for roads in
urban areas with default build-up target speeds.

e Pedestrian movements linked to the informal parking on the verge used by the
local school and childcare.

Built Up Areas (as defined by the Western Australian Local Government Grants
Commission) areas are identified because roads within them generally involve
greater expenditure than roads in non built up areas.

This is because roads in built up areas :

e have high traffic volumes

e have large numbers of intersections, necessitating intersection treatments,
pavement markings, signs, etc

e require kerbing for traffic control and or drainage

e require an asphalt surface where traffic volumes are high, or where noise
reduction is important

e require underground drainage because surface drainage is impractical

e involve high cost of service alterations during reconstruction

e involve high costs because road works have to be carried out under heavy traffic.
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The following definition is intended to limit built up areas to localities where the above
conditions prevail.

Residential localities, which have lots with areas less than 0.45 ha, and commercial

and industrial areas meeting the following criteria are classed as built up where:

e at least half the blocks are developed

e existing roads have a minimum standard of a gravel road for old subdivisions and
a sealed road for new subdivisions. Areas serving sporting complexes, schools
and caravan parks are classed as built up where:
o they are located in an area which is developed as residential, or
o the existing roads serving these facilities are already sealed and kerbed

e A road connecting two built up areas is classed as a road in a built up area where
the connecting road is less than 300m in length.

Parkway Road is situated in an already developed area and is carrying vehicle
volumes which would demonstrate it is within a built up area.

However the subject section of Parkway Road is constructed to a standard that is
most suited to a non built up area (lack of kerbing and undeveloped verge).

To achieve a road environment that is more in keeping with a Built Up Area road
environment and to achieve the amenity of place in line with the surrounding land
uses, the following treatments have been recommended for Parkway Road, as
outlined in the concept designs and costings provided for each options:

Option 1 - Kerb off the area, restrict parking and stabilise the soils (vegetate)

Concept Design has been prepared and the cost estimate for construction is
$25,370 (GST EXxc).

Option2 - Kerb off the area, restrict parking and stabilise the soils (footpath)

Concept Design has been prepared and the cost estimate for construction is
$48,320 (GST EXxc).

Option 3: Construct Parallel parking embayment, provide connected footpath and
shift bollard line

Concept Design has been prepared and the cost estimate for construction is
$95,912 (GST Exc).

The cost estimate details will be adjusted as the project moves through different
stages of development.

The current level of estimate is deemed sufficient at the concept stage and will be
reviewed prior to consideration for any future budget requests.

Concept Design Plans are included (refer to Attachment 1).
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Recommendation and outcome

Considering the subject area has a medium to high level of place value, with the
school site and child care located within residential lots with nearby recreational
bushland, the recommendation is to support Option 3, formalising existing parking on
the verge and also provides a shared path connection to the surrounding area.
