(1)	Endorse the proposed Transitway alignment within Rockingham Road and the general location of Stations/Stops as the basis of community consultation prior to formal consideration of the proposal.



(2)	Invite officers from the Department of Transport to make a presentation at a public meeting in a suitable Council venue.



(3)	Advise the Department of Transport accordingly and drawn its attention that land on the corner of Kent Street and Rockingham Road, is currently for sale and may be appropriate for a station or car park site.

Background



In August 1997, Department of Transport appointed consultants to prepare a masterplan for high quality, high frequency public transport link between Fremantle and Rockingham.



On 3rd February 1998 officers from Department of Transport briefed Councillors and Council officer’s on the project including a description of the proposed service, the proposed route and stop locations, ongoing studies and implementation.





Submission



To enable planning of the proposed Transitway to be progressed to the next level which includes the preparation of detailed assessments of station/stop locations and engineering design, Department of Transport (DOT) is seeking Council support and comment on the proposed alignment of the Transitway and the form and timing of Community Consultation.



Report



The State Governments’ transport strategy for the Perth Metropolitan Region proposes that the South West Corridor be serviced by an integrated public transport system built around the Perth - Mandurah rail line located adjacent to the Kwinana Freeway and the Fremantle - Rockingham Transitway generally located down Rockingham Road within the City of Cockburn.



The Transitway system is proposed as a high quality, high frequency service that is capable of being progressively implemented. Initially the service will comprise a fleet of specific purpose buses predominantly using the existing road system. In areas of congestion likely to cause delays priority bus only lanes will be provided. As road traffic volumes increase exclusive transit only lanes will be established. It is important to note that whilst the system will initially utilise buses, it will be designed and constructed to allow for the future conversion to light rail. (DOT have advised that light rail is not economically feasible in the first instance due to low patronage rates and lack of flexibility).



It is proposed that buses would run every 15 minutes during the day and 7 minutes at peak times, providing a level of service similar to the rail system. 



The consultants and the Transitway Project Advisory Group which comprises Council and Government officer’s have assessed a range of alignment options for the system which through the City of Cockburn included:



Rockingham Road

Rockingham Road, Std gauge railway, Fremantle/Rockingham

	Controlled access highway or Cockburn Road.

Rockingham Road, Roe Highway

Stock Road, Std gauge railway, Fremantle/Rockingham Controlled access highway or Cockburn Road.



The route recommended by the consultants and supported by Council officers is Rockingham Road, Cockburn/Hampton Road with stops being in the general area of Cockburn/Rockingham Road intersection, Carrington Street, Phoenix Park/Council offices, Barrington Street, Troode St/Marvel Avenue, Yangebup Road, Fanstone Avenue/Marine Technology Park, Russell Road and Wattleup as shown in the Agenda attachments.



Phoenix Park/Council offices would be developed as a minor station location and could become the terminus for local bus services. Planning also allows for a possible future stop at Spearwood Avenue in the event that the standard gauge railway is utilised for passenger services. 



The program to progress the project to a reality is as follows;



March - Nov 98



Consultation with Council and community on alignment and Station/Stop locations.

Preparation of local design studies which will examine issues of urban design, accessibility, provision of service infrastructure, parking and requirements for land to be acquired by DOT for the project.



Completion of the master plan for the service.



		February 99



Commencement of the service concurrent with the circle route which is proposed to link Fremantle to St. John of God Hospital at Murdoch, Murdoch Park-n-Ride, Canning Vale, Curtin University, Perth Airport and Midland. (The Kwinana/Rockingham portion of the service is expected to commence in August 98 which will result some increase in services through Cockburn in the interim). 



Post February 99



Continuous works along the alignment providing stations, infrastructure, road upgrading etc.



		Prior to commencing local design studies the Department of Transport has sought Council comment and support for an alignment through the city. The Department has also offered to brief Council and attend a public meeting/workshop as required to assist in the process.



		The recommended course of action is as follows;



Council endorse the proposed alignment in principle for the purpose of seeking public comment.



Council to hold a public meeting to provide the Department of Transport with an opportunity to inform the public of the Transitway proposal and for Council to gain an understanding of the community issues and views.



Council to consider the Transitway proposal in detail and advise DOT of its preferred alignment and station location.



Strategic Plan/Policy Implications



Corporate Strategic Plan Item 6.1 refers to achieving a comprehensive public transport service for all residents.



Budget/Financial Implications



The Council is aware that the lot on the corner of Kent Street and Rockingham Road, has been for sale for some time and this land may make a suitable location for a station or public car park in support of the proposed transit route.  This should be brought to the attention of DOT.

(1)	subject to receipt of a financial contribution of not less than $4,000 from landowners within the Cocos Park Industrial Estate, instruct Uloth and Associates to provide a report to Council in accordance with Study Objective B1 (cost $5,800) of their letter dated 2 December 1997;



(2)	in the event that the above contribution is not received, Council resolve not to investigate the proposal; and



(3)	In the event of the report proceeding, the Consultant be requested to also examine the possibility of including culverts for the purpose of wildlife movement.



It is recommended that once Council has made a decision on Item 11.2, that the original petitioner be advised of such decision as it pertains to the content of the petition.
