The Presiding Member declared the meeting open at	7:30pm.







1.	APPOINTMENT OF PRESIDING MEMBER  [IF REQUIRED]







2.	PUBLIC ADDRESS SESSION



Mrs Val Oliver asked if Councillors could put their microphones closer to them so the gallery can hear better.  Mayor Grljusich asked Councillors to speak up during the meeting.





Mr Gordon Black regarding CDC 10.1, stated that they have had a promise of $2000 however, because most of the sites are unoccupied, he requested Council to consider putting a $50 - $100 levy on the rates for those properties in the Cocos Industrial Area.  Mayor Grljusich asked if any Councillor would be listing the item for discussion to which Clr Waters agreed to do so.



Mr Cecil White representing the Bishop Park Action Group, read a statement which made Councillors aware of disturbing instances which have occurred in the area recently including a number of home intruders and a woman being attacked.  It asked whether they should wait for something even worse to occur before something is done but understood that a full report must be presented by Council officers first.  Mr White requested all Councillors to resist any lobbying and adopt a sensible attitude on this matter.



Mr Colin Crook raised the following matters :-



SPC13.1, commented that it seemed to him,  that District Zoning Scheme 176 was to be revoked because it has been changed and asked whether the other two proposals which have also changed, were going to be revoked at this meeting or was this a special case.  Director Planning advised that that was the only one to be discussed at this meeting.  Mr Crook with regard to the Town Planning Scheme 176, asked if that was going to be out for public submissions at the same time as the MRS.  Director Planning replied no because they are not the same.



The minutes of the SPC meeting were not available to the public within the prescribed 5 days.  The Mayor requested the Chief Executive Officer to investigate this matter.



SPC 18.1,  commented that information regarding Council’s investments was difficult to obtain and asked whether this large amount put through the National Bank for a certain period of time, would have an adverse effect on the interest gained.   Acting Director Finance did not believe it would.  Mayor Grljusich assured Mr Crook, that Council was not in the habit of taking any action regarding Council’s investments, that was not in the best interest of the ratepayers.



Ms Lesley Thomas advised Council of the difficulties she has faced in receiving information from the Jandakot Airport in relation to a brochure which is to be distributed to residents.  She requested Council’s assistance with reprinting the brochure with the correct information.  Mayor Grljusich advised that this Council was unhappy with certain aspects of the airports operation (new flight path etc) and that Council was setting up a meeting with the relevant people to discuss Council’s concerns and which could include Ms Thomas’ complaint.  He requested that the Chief Executive Officer investigate the matter of having the correct information on the brochures.
