The Presiding Member declared the meeting open at	7:35pm and apologised to the gallery for commencing late.  The Mayor introduced the Council’s special guests from the City of Split, Croatia who are in Western Australia to sign a Sister City Agreement between the City of Cockburn and the City of Split.

2.	PUBLIC ADDRESS SESSION





Mr Cecil White representing the Bishop Park Action Committee, read a statement regarding the decisions and action taken by Council over the last few years regarding Bishop Park facilities and highlighted the problems local residents are now experiencing.  He asked if the problem can be solved.  Mayor Grljusich responded that the item may be discussed later in the meeting. 





Mr Ron Babich spoke regarding the problems at Bishop Park.  He urged Councillors to reject the idea of building a toilet block in the park and to perhaps, use the funds to relocate the gazebo to another park or location.  Mayor Grljusich stated that it was the decision of the whole Council to build the gazebo.





Mr Bill Eastwell referred to Council’s decision of 16/12/97 regarding CDC11/97 Item 22.1 - Home Occupation at 9 Gumina Place Munster.  Mr Eastwell lodged his displeasure at the Council decision which overturned an Officer’s recommendation not to approve this home occupation and which had been opposed by some surrounding residents. 





Mr John Cooper firstly wished everyone a good new year.   He wished to draw attention to a report in the local newspaper regarding the Coolbellup Sporting Association.  He commented that from his understanding, it would be very hard for this club to have a future without Council’s assistance.  What concerns him about the report in the paper, is that if we have a club who cannot support themselves, we should think very carefully whether Council should support them through their own bad management.  If Council is going to support them, he suggested that Council get a report on their history and those affiliated with them.  It also concerned him that a large amount of assistance being sought by the Association related to alcohol accounts.





Mrs Maureen Miller advised Council that she has had a long time problem with some large trees that grow next to her back boundary fence and which drop leaves in her yard and pool.  Mayor Grljusich asked that Mrs Miller give her details to the Director Engineering and that he would then endeavour to solve her problems immediately.

Mayor Grljusich advised that the time allocated for public address was finished.  Moved Clr Ostojich seconded Clr McNair, that the public address session be extended.
