The Presiding Member declared the meeting open at	7:30pm and read a thank you card received from Mrs Fayhe Hide.  He also advised that the Director Finance is recovering well after recent surgery.

2.	PUBLIC ADDRESS SESSION





Mr Geoff Capper (14 Ebert St, Coolbellup) queried a story he read recently in the Cockburn Gazette which reported that Council will invest $36,000 into crime in the area.  He highlighted the actions of the Neighbourhood Watch Group in Coolbellup and asked that before any funds are spent on this matter, that Council contact these and other people experienced in this area.  Mayor Grljusich responded that Council is very keen to attempt to decrease the crime rate and requested that the Director, Administration & Community Services respond in writing to Mr Capper’s comments.





Mr Clancy wished to comment on questions asked at the April CDC meeting as he felt they were unnecessary at this stage of negotiations.





Mrs Clancy advised Council that the property they are interested in purchasing, was in Mandurah and has 14 kennels as they have at the moment.  She asked Councillors to understand the distress they have felt and that an end be put to this matter as quickly as possible.





Ms Jan Bucat spoke regarding CDC item 9.1 with regard to the building of a house in Beeliar.  She listed the dimensions of the structure and requested that  permission be granted for a 10m2 increase in the size of the patio.





Ms Dale Mason spoke on behalf of the Jandakot Scout Group regarding CDC item 15.8 and asked that the item be listed for discussion as they sought clarification on a few issues relating to fees and maintenance.





Ms Gayle Northern spoke on behalf of the Cockburn Local Drug Action Group and asked if there was a community building in the area with a room available so that the Group could use it as an office/centre to offer advice to people with drug problems in the family.  Mayor Grljusich instructed the Chief Executive Officer to have the appropriate officer investigate suitable locations.





Mr George Dropulich asked why it has taken so long for an offer to be put to his parents.  Director Engineering advised that the officer responsible should have responded sooner and would do so immediately.  Mr Dropulich asked if Council could revisit their allocation on the budget and requested that the matter be dealt with in a more “delicate” manner and stated that they just want to treated fairly.  The Mayor said that he hoped the matter could be resolved in the near future.





Mr Brian Vukich commended Council’s approach to the Environmental Protection’s Noise regulations released in 1997.  He strongly opposes this action and wanted all Councillors to give their support to officers relaying the message to the appropriate Ministers.  He tabled a letter addressed to the CEO from Mr William Evans on this matter.
