RECOMMENDATION


That Council resolve to approve the hire of Davilak Oval to Ms Leanne Herbert for the purposes of conducting a rock concert on Saturday, 4th April 1998, between the hours of 4:00pm and midnight, subject to the following conditions :-





Proponent to obtain approval from the Chief Executive Officer of the Department of Environmental Protection, to carry on an “Approved Non-Complying Event” in accordance with Regulation 18 of the Environmental Protection (Noise) Regulations 1997.





To generally comply with the “Operational Guidelines for Rave Parties, Concerts and Large Public Events” as published by the Health Department of WA in November 1995.





Payment of a hire fee of $3,000 and a bond of $2,000 refundable upon notification that no damage to Council property is reported as a result of the concert being conducted.





All residents adjacent to Davilak Oval are contacted with advice of the concert and offered an opportunity to express their comments to the organisers on any areas of concern.





Requisite liquor licences are obtained by the organisers and no glass containers are to be used for dispensing liquor on site.





Requisite insurances are obtained.





All food and drink outlets located on-site, are to be approved in writing by Council’s Environmental Services Section.





Provision of on-site toilets to the satisfaction of Council’s Environmental Services Section.





Provision of adequate security guards to ensure the safety and convenience of concert patrons and adjacent residential areas.





Provision of adequate first aid and fire fighting equipment on site.





Adherence to any public building requirements, particularly in relation to temporary staging, lighting, electrical requirements and maximum numbers.








The provision of a free shuttle bus service for patrons of the concert, to operate regularly to and from Fremantle and Dixon Park and the encouragement of the organisers for the public to use these services, in promotional material.





The provision of temporary taxi bays in an area approved by Council’s Engineering Department and the encouragement of concert patrons, to use this service in promotional material.





Dixon Park be designated as a temporary car park for the event and the organiser negotiating with the Cockburn Basketball Association, to provide parking attendants at the site and adequate directional signage advising of the temporary parking facilities.





The organisers liaising with Council’s Engineering Department, to ensure local road closures are in effect for the duration of the concert which allow only local residents to have access and egress from such streets during these times.





The organisers negotiating with the Cockburn Sporting Club, on an appropriate fee for the use of the Davilak Oval changerooms.





The organisers negotiating with the Cockburn Voluntary Emergency Services, on an appropriate fee to supervise the post concert clean up of any rubbish and debris.





The organiser arranging at its own cost, for the provision of adequate additional on-site rubbish receptacles and the bulk removal from the site, of any rubbish collected as a result of the concert.





The organiser being responsible for any additional direct costs incurred by Council outside normal working hours, as a result of involvement by Council staff undertaking duties related to the concert.





Authority be delegated to the Community Development Committee, to act on behalf of Council in dealing with any additional issues which may arise and require addressing and resolution prior to the event.





Council being supplied with a copy of all requisite licences/ certificates issued to the organiser, by no later than 31st March 1998, to ensure the organiser’s compliance with conditions required by this and any other approvals.

Background





Musical promoter Leanne Herbert, met with the Mayor and Council staff on Wednesday, 25th February 1998 to discuss the possibility of conducting a rock concert at Davilak Reserve on Saturday, 4th April 1998 featuring two well known Australian bands - The Angels and Rose Tattoo.  She has previous experience with such events having recently promoted a concert featuring Jimmy Barnes in the City of Armadale.





The proponent already has permission to conduct the concert at Joondallup, but would prefer a more central location such as Davilak Oval.








Submission





That Council gives conditional approval to the promoters to conduct the concert.  The applicant will be present at the Special Council Meeting to elaborate on the submission, if required.








Report





The applicants envisage the concert will attract between 7,000 and 15,000 patrons.  It is expected that a number of local support groups will play at the beginning of the concert with the main acts performing late in the evening.  The concert stage is proposed to be located in front of the clubrooms, facing in an easterly direction to minimise impact on residents.





The proponents suggest that community groups are likely to benefit by being involved in fund raising activities such as car parking attendants.





There are a number of issues associated with such an event which will require addressing, should Council wish to support it.





SECURITY:


Licenced security and crowd control guards (minimum of 80) will be in place on the day.  A mobile security presence has also been suggested with two-way contact to Police, should law enforcement be required.  Security guards will be present on the free bus shuttle services to be provided on the day.








CAR PARKING:


It is proposed to use the parking spaces available at Dixon Reserve, as the main parking area for patrons using vehicular traffic to attend the concert.  Verge parking will not be permitted in or directly around the oval and signage advising of organised secure parking areas, will be placed externally around the concert venue.  Local roads surrounding the venue, will be closed to all but local traffic having access and egress during the concert.





PUBLIC TRANSPORT:


The promoters will be organising free shuttle buses to operate to and from Fremantle and Dixon Park for concert patrons.  In addition, it is proposed to arrange for a temporary Swan Taxi rank to operate adjacent to the venue.  Promotion of the concert will actively encourage patrons to use the additionally provided transport to reduce traffic congestion problems.





EMERGENCY SERVICES:


St. John Ambulance and Fire Brigade facilities will be set up on-site to deal with any medical or fire emergencies.  The Cockburn Volunteer Emergency Service could also be involved in this capacity, if required.





LITTLE CONTROL:


The concert organisers would be responsible for managing litter control both during the event and the post concert clean up.  It is proposed to utilise local organisations to perform this task.  A thorough clean up of the site is envisaged.





INSURANCES:


All liability insurances will be the responsibility of the concert organisers and will be arranged in advance of the concert.





HEALTH ISSUES:





Toilets - The requisite number of portable toilets will be provided by the organisers on site.





Food Stalls - Professional caterers will be contracted to undertake the distribution of food and drinks to patrons.  This will ensure strict compliance with food handling regulations and other Health Act requirements.





Noise - This will be a factor and will have considerable impact on the surrounding neighbourhood.  Noise levels generated by bands of this type, are in the levels of 100 - 110 d.b (A), which is well in excess of allowable noise levels in built-up areas.  Accordingly, if Council wishes to support the event, the organisers will be required to obtain approvals from the Department of Environmental Protection to exceed the allowable noise level limits for the duration of the concert.  If this permission is granted, it is likely that Council staff will be required to be available for monitoring purposes.





LIQUOR LICENSING:


It is proposed that a liquor licence will be obtained to enable a number of licenced areas to be established around the venue.  The entire responsibility for organising and distributing liquor for the concert patrons, will rest with the promoters.





FEES AND BOND:


The promoter is proposing a fee of $3,000 to Council, with a bond of $2,000 refundable upon confirmation of no damage being reported to Council as a result of conducting the concert.  In addition, the organisers propose to pay the Cockburn Sporting Club, a sum of money to utilise the changerooms as a central location and as recompense for loss of potential income from the sale of food and drink, which will only be allowed from the licenced stalls.  Any costs associated with damage to the oval surface, will be the responsibility of the organisers.





OTHER ISSUES:


It is likely that, in the event of Council approval being given for the event, a number of other matters could arise.  In order for any such issues to be properly documented and addressed, it is suggested that Council’s Community Development Committee be given the delegated authority to act as Council to determine resolutions to such items.
