She has been the recipient of the 2003 Australian Medical Association ‘Contribution to 
Medicine’ Award and an Order of Australia Medal for work with Bali bombing victims.

As a National Living Treasure and Australian Citizen of the Year in 2004, she received the 
honour of being named Australian of the Year in 2005.

As co-founder, with Marie Stoner, of Clinical Cell Culture, now Avitamedical, the pair won the 
2005 Clunies Ross Award for their contributions to Medical Science in Australia.
