Temporary project signage does not apply to small maintenance
projects that are completed over the course of a day and City
officers are in attendance for the duration of the project.

Temporary project signage should be placed in one or more
prominent locations at the project site at least 24 hours prior to the
commencement of the project and be removed immediately the
project is completed.

Should delays occur to the project that result in a later completion
date than indicated on the signage, the signage is to be changed to
indicate the new completion date.
